"I
would have overruled the demurrer.

Judge Rose goes on to say that his
decision is affected by the decision
of the New York courts.

“It may be well for all to bear In
mind that I have not decided, nor so
far as I know has anyone as yet de-
cided that 2.75 per cent been |s not
intoxicating,” Judge Rose sald.

“If anybody makes or if anybody
sells it and the jury shall determine
that what he sold are made as Intoxi-
cating he will be liable to the pen-
alty.”

Situntion Summed Up.

The situation teday was thus sum-
marized by an official of the depart-
ment: .

“The sale of beer containing as
much as one-half per cent of alcohol
i# believed to be uniawful, and a final
decision to that effect is expected. For
all sales of distilled spirits and wines
and of beer which contains more than
275 per cent of alcohol, arresis are
being made whenever such sales are
discovered.

“Whether the sale of beer contain-
ing not more than 2.76 per cent of al-
cohol is unlawful has been challenged
in the courts. No court has held that
such beer is lawful.

The Ceourt’s Aftitude

“But In New York and Maryland
the courts have held that whether it
is or not, depends until Congress de-
fines the term intoxicating, upon the
question of whether it ia in fact in-
toxicating.

“For this reason no arrests have
been made for the sale of beer at
this time.

“Just when such arrests will be
made the department cannot =now
state as its course must - be de-
termined by what may seem to be re-
quired for the orderly and effective
enforcement of the law.

“From the faet that arrests have
not yet been made, no inference
must be drawn that they will not ba
made at any time that the rulings of
the courts and Congressional action
may make that course proper and efl-
fective™

To Speed Legisintion,

Special legislation for the enforce-
ment of ‘war-time prohibition is to be
rushed through Congress under plans
now being formed by prohibition
leaders In House and Senate,
